Despite our best efforts to promote and sustain our Sixth Form, the number of students
enrolled for Year 12 was too low to make the provision educationally or financially viable.

At a meeting held on Thursday 4th September, the Board of Governors made the decision to
pause our Sixth Form offer for the time being.

Following this, | am now in licison with both the Local Authority and the Diocese of Westminster
to ensure that all necessary legal and formal steps are taken to action the Board's decision
appropriately and in line with regulatory requirements.

Throughout this period, we have remained focused on supporting our students and families
through the post-16 transition. | am pleased to share that to date over 98% of our Year 11
leavers have successfully secured places in further education, apprenticeships or training. We
are extremely proud of them and grateful to families for their cooperation and understanding
during this fime.
