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Headteacher’s Message
Dear Parents, Carers and Students,

Pope Francis compared the journey of Lent to a “strenuous mountain trek”. 
He asked us while we hike up the mountain, to not only keep our eyes 
on the path before us, but to know that when we reach the top, we are 
rewarded by the beautiful panorama in front of us. Since the start of this 
academic year, each member of our Learning Family has been hiking up a 
mountain; this has required e�ort, sacri�ce, and concentration. 

�e rewards experienced individually and as school have been so worth 
the e�ort. To see our students develop as people and learners continues 
to be a privilege for me, to work with colleagues who continually adopt a 
solution driven approach is, for me, a source of daily inspiration.

As the end of the term approaches, and we re�ect on the meaning of Lent, we consider the Easter story:

“Knowing that everything had now been �nished, and so that Scripture would be ful�lled… Jesus said, ‘It is �nished.’ 

With that, he bowed his head and gave up his spirit.” (John 19: 28-30)

Christians believe that on Easter Sunday, Jesus rose again from the dead. He came back to life, defying expectations. We 
also believe that in this event good overcame evil, life is stronger than death and that light shines through the darkness. 
And that’s the challenge for us all – life undoubtedly has its challenges for each and every one of us, but with a belief that 
the darkness can and will be overcome by light then we can tackle those challenges head on and overcome them. For St. 
Anne’s Catholic High School for Girls, Jesus is our guiding light, and teaches us the way that we should live out our lives.

�is is no more important a message than now. In our world we see inexcusable acts of violence, none more so than the 
events in Ukraine. �ere are, however, so many other con�icts around the globe which do not always receive the same 
amount of coverage. For those a�ected by any con�ict in our world, we o�er up a prayer for peace:

CAFOD Prayer – �e Gi� of Peace

May God give wisdom and courage to those who work for peace.

We pray that their e�orts may be blessed, that they may bring an end to violence and solace and stability to su�ering 

peoples.

May the gi� of peace permeate all troubled souls, convert all who live by violence and comfort all children who live in 

menacing situations, that the freedom to enjoy life and grow in safety may be theirs.

And may each one of us know peace of mind and heart, peace of body and spirit, 

peace of community and world.

Holy Spirit of Peace, grant our prayer.

Amen.
